This 
is an excellent resource for 
your legislative work.   
     I will be planning the next 
regional legislative day.  This 
meeting will be in April and 
will be somewhere in the 
eastern part of the state.  As 
plans solidify, I will be 
sending letters to the Masters, 
Secretaries and Legislative 
Chairpersons with the 
pertinent information 
regarding the meeting.  I

It is a very good opportunity 
to listen to regional 
governmental representatives 
and gain information.   
     As we move forward with 
this year, should you need 
help in your local legislative 
work, please feel free to 
contact me.

Legislative Opinioné 
     This past week, I heard a 
news reporter talking about a 
survey regarding peoplesô 
trust in our Federal 
government.  The survey said 
that the general public does 
not trust our government and 
want a complete overhaul of 
our government. 
     Are we heading to a coup?  
I donôt think it has reached 
that point.  However, there is 
major frustration with the 
gridlock that we see in our 
government.  If you attended 
State Grange session, during 
my report I said that our 
Federal government is a 
poster child for a 
dysfunctional family.  
Everyone wants things their 
way and are not willing to 
compromise.  Is this what we 
want?  I really donôt think so.  
     However, do we want 
another form of government?

without significant 
organization; hence we have 
a ceremony of initiation 
which binds us in mutual 
fraternity as with a band of 
iron; but although its 
influence is so powerful, its 
application is a gentle as that 
of the silken thread that binds 
a wreath of flowers.ò   
     This ñband of ironò 
enabled the Grange to change 
the face of countless local 
communities as well as the 
nation itself. It is far more 
than a heritage. We will not 
survive without it.  

ñfamiliarò category has 
dramatically decreased, 
however the principles and 
precepts presented are as 
relevant today as they were 
when written. While in past 
years a greater number of our 
members were ñin the 
presentò with agricultural life, 
the symbolism inherent in the 
writings transcended their 
daily mundane tasks, enabling 
those who wished to 
comprehend with a greater 
sense of usefulness on this 
planet, along with the ability 
to bond with others sharing 
the same goal. 
      When an organization puts 
together a set of ñway of lifeò 
principles in addition its 
business and economic focus, 
it becomes a fraternity. In 
essence it says we are doing 
what we do because it is who 
we are, as opposed to being a 
group of folks doing 
something because it should 
be done. The ñwho we areò 
part comes from exposure to 
and application of the afore 
mentioned writings. Serious 
problems result from this 
neglect, as without the 
teachings the sense of 
community and common 
bond within the organization 
is lost. 
      These necessary principles 
cannot be learned and 
adopted if there is no 
exposure to them. The chosen 
method of impartation of 
these important lessons is 
through our Degree Work and 
Opening/Closing ceremonies. 
In other words, our Ritual. I 
wish there was another word 
to use here, as this one 
conjures up negativity on the 
part of many. It suggests 
something routinely 
performed, devoid of any 
meaning. If no time and effort 
is put into making it 
otherwise, it will be 
meaningless, and I might add, 
counterproductive. While we, 
out of necessity, have adopted 
a path to membership that 
does not include the 
traditional conferral of the 
Degree Work, the information 
contained therein is still of 
critical importance. It is 
incumbent on Grange leaders 
to develop ways to impart 
these teachings. One fortunate 
aspect of our Work is that

various aspects can be 
ñcherry pickedò for informal 
discussion and application. 
This should be an ongoing 
process. 
      So, what lessons have 
been lost? Historically, 
Grangers have been able to 
have vigorous debates in 
relation to policy and political 
(I donôt mean partisan) 
matters, just to name two hot 
button topics, and depart as 
the same friends they were 
before the meeting. There 
was always respect for the 
opposing view. In some 
instances, that has all but 
disappeared, and where I see 
it the most is in situations 
where our teachings have not 
been effectively taught. 
Fraternalism produces a 
strong bond that shuns anti-
social behavior. Oliver 
Hudson Kelley, as a ñyankeeò 
sent into the deep south 
immediately after the Civil 
War by the Government, 
found that out, and 
Washington learned the same 
in dealing with his troops 
during the American 
Revolution. I am sure your 
personal reflections will 
produce many examples of 
the truth of this principle. 
There are many more 
examples of the outworking 
for fraternalism in almost 
every area of life. It truly 
makes for a greater manhood 
and womanhood. The 
important thing to remember 
is that it is not automatic with 
the signature on the 
application. It has to be 
taught, and just as one day at 
school or attendance at one 
church service doesnôt fulfill 
the educational and/or 
spiritual needs of this life, so 
must we be diligent with this 
aspect of our organization. It 
was, is, and will continue to 
be an integral part of the 
Grange.  
      William Saunders caught 
the essence of fraternalism 
very well when he penned the 
Preamble to the Constitution 
of the National Grange. The 
final section of it reads thus: 
 ñTo those who read aright, 
history proves that in all ages 
society is fragmentary, and 
successful results of general 
welfare can be secured only 
by general effort. Unity of 
action cannot be acquired 
without discipline, and 
discipline cannot be enforced
